The victims often receive phone calls or messages that require them
to deposit certain amount of money to receive their “win prizes” while others were told their
next-of-kin or loved one is kidnapped with a ransom demand. Therefore, don’t share your
personal particulars too freely especially on the Internet. If you receive a suspicious call or
message, inform the Police immediately.

Also, we read of how many students were arrested by Police. Some were unwittingly drawn
into the loan shark network when they take up part-time jobs to distribute pamphlets. We
remind your children to be more careful and discerning when seeking part-time work. Don’t
fall into the jaws of these loan sharks.

Another point to note is bicycle thefts in housing estates. Our friendly neighbourhood Police
at Nee Soon South provides bicycle security labeling for all residents. Bring your bicycle to
the police station to get a small tamper-proof security label fixed on your bicycles. The label
cannot be easily removed and it is embedded with a serial code to help track down missing
bikes. So please do act now to protect your bicycles.
